CIVIL SERVICE FLYING CLUB (CSFC)
TERMS & CONDITIONS OF MEMBERSHIP
1. I understand and accept that membership of CSFC is entirely at the discretion of the CSFC Committee.  I note that such discretion applies to applications for new membership and decisions to revoke membership.  The CSFC Committee is not required to explain or justify membership decisions.   
2. I understand and accept that CSFC membership requires me to maintain membership of CSSC Sports & Leisure, or a similar recreational organisation focussed on the civil service and public sector.  Examples include HASSRA and Boundless by CSMA.  
3. I understand that CSFC is hosted by and operates in conjunction with Skytrek Flying School.  As such I agree to maintain membership of Skytrek in order to fly the CSFC aircraft G-WACW at CSFC rates.  
4. I understand and accept that the Skytrek Flying Order Book governs the flying and operation of the CSFC aircraft G-WACW.  I further understand and accept that any Skytrek flying instructor or duty official has full authority from CSFC in all matters relating to the flying and operation of the CSFC aircraft G-WACW.  I agree to abide by all Skytrek rules, including those in their Flying Order Book and to comply with all instructions given by Skytrek staff. 
5. I understand CSFC is a Company Limited by Guarantee.  I accept that becoming a member of CSFC means I am liable to contribute up to £5 if CSFC Ltd is wound up with insufficient assets to cover its liabilities.
6. I understand and accept that CSFC may change its prices plus operating model and/or structure, at any time and in any way.  Such changes might include, but are not limited to: the aircraft we own/operate; base airfield; partner organisation(s); affiliations; etc.  It is emphasised however that the CSFC Committee will endeavour to communicate any significant changes to the membership in an appropriate and timely manner.  
7. I understand and accept that in the event of an accident to the CSFC aircraft G-WACW that is judged to be my fault, or partly my fault, I may be held liable for the insurance excess which in 2025 is £500.00 (but you may wish to check the current figure).
8. With reference to Data Protection Regulations, I agree to my name, contact details and other information relevant to the efficient running of CSFC being held on the CSFC computerised database.  The CSFC undertakes not to share this information with anyone other than Skytrek Flying School.
